Artists for regeneration

A new scheme to involve artists in the built environment has been announced by CABE (the Commission for Architecture and the Built Environment) and A&B (Arts & Business). The investment of £500,000, over the next two years will engage artists in a range of projects that will have a positive impact on the places in which we live.
 
Young Roots 
Young Roots promotes the involvement of young people, 13-20 years old (up to 25 years for those with special needs), in exploring and celebrating their heritage.
 
The PRS Foundation 
The PRS Foundation (PRSF) is the UK's largest independent funder purely for new music, of any genre.
 
CRE Specialist Programme - Funding local racial equality work
In August 2004, the CRE announced an additional funding round - the Specialist Programme - intended to support organisations carrying out project work outside of their everyday activities.
 
ADAPT General Grants for Arts & Heritage Venues/ Sight and Sound Grants
The grants are for capital and long-term improvements in access facilities for disabled people. Applications should be for specific items although these can be part of a larger project. Improvements can include: ramps; toilets; induction loops; lighting; signage.  Innovatory projects are welcome.
 
The Countryside Trust 
The Countryside Trust is a charitable trust dedicated to conserving the English countryside by helping people raise funds and recruit enthusiastic volunteers. It does this by making available small grants, typically £1500 - £2000 to organisers of events designed to attract people to work to protect or improve their favourite bits of England.

Government’s Rural Strategy 2004 Announcement
 
The Rt Hon Margaret Beckett, Secretary of State for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs presented the Government’s Rural Strategy 2004 to the House of Commons at the end of July.  Drawing on Lord Haskin’s Review of Rural Delivery arrangements, the new Strategy sets out the key policy priorities for rural communities and a series of radical reforms to the delivery of rural policy to streamline and simplify current processes and improve effectiveness.
 
The Strategy focuses on three areas:
· ·        Improving economic prosperity and tackling disadvantage in rural areas.
· ·        Tackling rural social exclusion and improving access to services.
· ·        Protecting and enhancing the quality of the natural environment.
 
To deliver these priorities key recommendations include:
 
· Additional funding for the Business Link network to increase support for rural businesses. 

· Devolving decision making and funding for economic regeneration to the RDAs.  Funding from Defra to the RDAs is to increase by £27m next financial year. Each region is required to introduce appropriate partnership arrangements to deliver this activity.  An announcement is expected from emda shortly regarding their proposals. 

· Pathfinder initiatives in each region aimed at devolving delivery closer to rural communities and testing new methods of rural delivery through joint ventures at sub-regional and local levels.  (This may present opportunities for the Rural Action Zone). 

· Devolved funding to be managed by the Government Offices to build capacity in the voluntary and community sector. 

· A smaller, more focused Countryside Agency to provide the advocate role for rural communities focussing on addressing rural disadvantage. 

· The establishment of an independent Integrated Agency incorporating elements of English Nature, Rural Development Service and existing Countryside Agency.

Awards for All to make grants of up to £10,000
Awards for All will be re-launched in England as a new £80 million scheme, and with the upper limit doubled from £5000 to £10,000 from April 2005.
 
Awards for All England will also be piloting a scheme for smaller grants of up to £500, a scheme in which local people will be given the power to decide where the money goes.
 
These latest moves will mean that Awards for All can continue to lead the way in quick, accessible grant making, and also be even more flexible in getting the funds out where they will make the biggest difference to people and their communities.
