FUNDING NEWS
Details of lots of new funding streams added to our website www.highpeakcvs.org.uk/funding this week:

The Integrated Service Fund

· Derbyshire Children and Young People’s Strategic Partnership have set aside a fund of £50,000 to encourage small projects that integrate services to complement other larger scale changes that are taking place.
· Bids are invited from statutory and voluntary providers of services to children and young people.

· Bids must
• Be between £100 - £10,000:
• Be one–off requests for funding.
• Be for projects for which no other funding is available.
• Demonstrate how outcomes will be improved for children and young people.
• Involve integrated working between at least two agencies

· Closing date for bids 9th December 2005.

BBC Children in Need

· BBC Children in Need welcomes applications for good quality, carefully planned, projects which show a clear focus on children in order to change their lives for the better.

· Next Closing Dates are 30th November 2005 and 30th March 2006.

National Offender Management Service Grants 

· The National Offender Management Service (NOMS) has established a grants scheme to support projects by voluntary and community organisations working with offenders and their families. The initial funding available is equivalent to a total of £500,000 a year. The deadline for outline applications will be 1st December and awards will start in April 2006.

· Applicants are expected to obtain match funding, of 50% of the total project costs, from other sources.

Faith Communities Capacity Building Fund 

· A fund has been launched as part of the Government's 'Improving Opportunity and Strengthening Society' strategy. The fund will support the Government's aim to help faith communities promote understanding and dialogue. 

· The fund is open for applications between now and 2 December 2005.  Large and small grants are available. It is expected that the majority of large grants will be up to £50,000, although applications for larger grants will be considered.  Small grants will be up to £5,000.  All funding must be spent by 31 March 2007. The fund has two key priorities: capacity building and inter faith activity.
