MAKE POVERTY HISTORY

If you saw the Vicar of Dibley special on New Year’s Day you will know that 2005 is set to be the year of the White Band – the symbol of the “Make Poverty History” campaign

The Make Poverty History drive calls on world leaders to cancel debts and urges better aid packages to the poor.  It is supported by more than 100 charities, including Oxfam and World Vision, unions and faith groups, and aims to be the most powerful coalition ever against world poverty.  It calls for urgent action and is looking to Tony Blair as he hosts the G8 and holds the presidency of the EU to improve the lives of millions of poor people around the world who have to live on less than a dollar a day. The campaign is being launched to coincide with the UK chairing the G8 summit in Scotland, and taking over presidency of the European Union. 

Make Poverty History is already receiving widespread international support - U2’s Bono said: "2005 is our chance to go down in history for what we did do, rather than what we didn't do.  This campaign is critical...coming to a stadium and a pulpit near you."

BECOME SUSTAINABLE IN 2005!

SUSTAIN is a High Peak CVS project to promote the sustainable development of local voluntary and community organisations.  The project focuses on groups developing a sustainable funding base.  It also takes in environmental considerations and the broader aspects of promoting sustainable communities as a core CVS aim.

Many voluntary and community organisations are dependent on unreliable grants, which constrain their activities.  The key to sustainable funding is to have more reliable income sources that are diversified to exploit the full spectrum of opportunities. This will range from grants and donations, through service level agreements and contracts, to trading services and products as a social enterprise.

Alongside funding sustainability, the sustainable development of voluntary and community organisations involves minimising their adverse impact on the environment - locally and globally.

High Peak CVS can help – through the SUSTAIN project High Peak CVS aims to help voluntary and community groups diversify their funding and develop social enterprise approaches to income generation. We offer information, advice and training to assist with the sustainable development of your group. This may range from brief help on a specific matter, to in-depth protracted development work. GIVE TO THE TSUNAMI VICTIMS - NOT TO BOGUS APPEALS 
The Charity Commission is warning that misleading leaflets claiming to collect for the Tsunami earthquake victims are being distributed by clothing collectors asking for clothing and cash. Areas so far targeted include London, Lincolnshire, East Anglia, Leicestershire and Essex but previous similar scams show that other areas tend to follow. 

The Commission is advising local people to be extremely cautious about donating to such misleading appeals. Many of these collections are not registered charities - although they often give fictitious or limited company numbers - and there is no guarantee at all that donations will reach victims of the earthquake. 

The Charity Commission's Chief Executive, Andrew Hind said, 

"It's incomprehensible that some people want to take from survivors of a disaster left with absolutely nothing. I'd urge the generous public to take their clothes to a genuine charity shop and to make their cash donations to an established appeal fund such as the Disasters Emergency Committee. 

Help the victims - don't let bogus collectors help themselves" 

The main appeal fund is being co-ordinated by the Disasters Emergency Committee (http://www.dec.org.uk) and donations can be made via most high street banks and building societies as well as on-line. 

Gift Aiding donations allows charities to claim back an additional 28% on most donations.

Moors for all conference

Friday 28th January, War Memorial Hall, Hathersage, Hope Valley

Moors for All is an initiative of the Moors for the Future project to provide greater `access for all`. While the Dark Peak is synonymous with access issues such as the Kinder Trespass and many other `right to roam` demonstrations that have helped bring the advent of the Countryside and Rights of Way Act 2000, the passing of the Disability Discrimination Act in 1995 placed an obligation on local authorities to ensure goods and service they provide are not impossible or unreasonably difficult for disabled people to use. 

This seminar is aimed at agency, local authority and charitable trust staff planning and managing access to countryside recreation sites, in particular moorland or upland areas and those directly disadvantaged by present barriers. It is aimed both at those working in policy and strategy and those, such as site rangers, directly involved in managing sites. We are particularly keen to have a wide representation of people disadvantaged by access barriers as well as representatives of local community groups. Numbers limited so please book early.  

The event will allow participants to:

· highlight moorland access barriers they have encountered

· understand the range of access barriers that prevent many from visiting the moors
· learn how some of these obstacles have been overcome
· work together to provide solutions to specific Peak District moorland access issues
