Volunteering England reports that Jobcentre Plus has now said that their 'new rules' on meal expenses will officially come into force on 9th October. This means that volunteer meal expenses will be regarded as a legitimate cost which can be disregarded for benefit claim purposes. Guidance has been sent to benefits staff advising them on this, but no news yet on whether, 'Volunteering while claiming benefits', will be re-issued.
