AUTUMN FOR FINAL STAGES OF CHARITIES BILL

The Committee stage for the Charities Bill progress in the House of Commons ended on 13th July. The Hansard record of the eight sittings can be read at http://www.publications.parliament.uk/pa/cm/cmscchar.htm, and the Bill as currently amended is at http://www.publications.parliament.uk/pa/pabills/200506/charities.htm. The Office of the Third Sector now expects that the Report Stage (where further amendments can be considered) will take place in October, when parliament resumes after the summer recess, and the remaining brief stages will be completed before the end of the session in November.

OTS also says that “the new Act will not take effect immediately after it has been passed by Parliament. Instead we will bring the various parts of it into force in sequence starting about two months after it has been passed. The whole process of implementation is likely to take 18-24 months.” More details in October.
