VAT SAVINGS ON BUILDING

Two charities have won their legal cases over entitlement to VAT zero rating on the building of new premises. This overturns the view of HM Revenue and Customs (previously HM Customs & Excise) that Roselands Community Nursery and Playschool in Paignton and Hartley House Childcare Unit in Plymouth should be regarded as businesses and so not eligible.
