CHARITY SCAM

Derbyshire Police are informing local businesses that they have information on a white male in his 30's visiting pubs and clubs in Sheffield, Derbyshire, Nottinghamshire and Norwich, claiming to be a registered collector for The Cancer Research Charity, but who keeps what he collects. 

 

The fraud is carried out with another white male aged in his 40's. Both men carry false identification badges and have made collection tins which have false Cancer Research labels affixed to them.

 

They travel to their intended locations in a white van, possibly a Fiat Berlingo, registered number Y761YHH.

 

It is important therefore that if your staff or volunteers are involved with charity collecting that they have identification that can be checked for authenticity.

IN CASE OF EMERGENCY – ICE YOUR MOBILE

Following the tragic events in London on Thursday 7th July 2005, A new Campaign "In case of Emergency (ICE)" campaign has been launched. It costs nothing, and will be invaluable should similar events take place.  Over the last 24 hours I have received a large number of emails about this new idea. It is being endorsed by a number of agencies, including some Ambulance Trusts. The idea is that you store the word "ICE" in your mobile phone address book, and against it enter the number of the person you would want to be contacted, "In Case of Emergency". In an emergency situation police, ambulance or hospital staff will then be able to quickly find out who your next of kin are and be able to contact them on your behalf. It could really help the emergency services in doing their job. For more than one contact name ICE1, ICE2, ICE3  etc
