ICT IN THE VCS

New research has found that, although 85% of voluntary organisations say computers are vital to their work, only 20% have funders who accept ICT capital or running costs.  The ICT Consortium, which is working together to improve the ICT infrastructure of the voluntary and community sector, has carried out the research as part of the business planning work towards implementation of the ICT Hub that will form part of the Government’s ChangeUp strategy to build capacity in the sector.  It calls for the planned ICT Hub to encourage funders to support ICT costs and seeks to work with local partners to support the preparation of ICT Strategies. CITRA, the Charity IT Resource Alliance is currently in discussion with the ICT Consortium on the next steps in IT support for the voluntary and community sector and the development of the ICT Hub.  CITRA has just launched its new website at www.citra.org.uk.

Locally, High Peak CVS carried out a research project over the early summer, entitled Is Derbyshire doing IT?, about the use of IT in VCS infrastructure organisations in the county, as part of the ChangeUp programme.
