NEW FUNDING ON OUR WEBSITE

More updates this week on the funding section of our website:

Hanson Environment Fund

· Hanson set up its environment fund in 1997, using landfill tax credits accumulated by the company, to support environmental and community initiatives from not-for-profit organisations. The Hanson Environment Fund has distributed more than £15 million in the last seven years, to support more than 760 projects across the UK. The fund offers support from £250 -£25,000. 
The CRED Programme - Community Recycling and Economic Development Programme

· The CRED Programme, managed by the Royal Society of Wildlife Trusts and nine consortium partners, distributes National Lottery money on behalf of the Big Lottery Fund under its Transforming Waste initiative in England. 
Youth Music for England

· Youth Music has four funding programmes open for application. Grants of between £1,000 and £20,000 are available to non-profit making organisations to work with children and young people, over a period of three to eighteen months. 

DFES Safeguarding Children Supporting Families Grants: Core Grants – England.

· The aim of the Safeguarding Children and Supporting Families Grants scheme (SCSF) is to strengthen and further develop the partnership between the DfES and the voluntary and community sector. Funding supports innovative projects of national significance that complement statutory services, and help secure and promote high-quality children's social care in England. 

· Total fund value is £4,200,000 with about £1.67 million available for new applications. The average grant is £35,000 with a discretionary maximum. 
· Successful applications are likely to focus on: National level capacity building and supporting the development of VCS national infrastructure; Provision that is most effectively delivered by national organisations, such as innovation, development work and pilot programmes that have national significance because the work is clearly replicable, and specialist provision.

Spaces for Sports community programme launched

Two charities will lead a multi-million pound scheme to develop more than 300 sustainable sports sites across the UK. The Football Foundation, which claims to be the UK’s largest sports charity, will take charge of developing 21 flagship projects. It is contributing £6.3m towards the initiative while Barclays is donating £30m.  Simon Taylor, a spokesman for the foundation, said: “It’s about reinvesting money to give the next generation the best possible start”.  The hundreds of smaller developments will be managed by Groundwork, a nationwide network of trusts that aims to transform communities and improve local facilities.  Groundwork’s Publicity officer Daisy Powell said: “We want to make people feel proud of their community.”

SCHOOLS TO BECOME COMMUNITY HUBS

Education Secretary Charles Clarke has outlined plans for schools to become “community hubs,” offering ‘wrap-around’ childcare available from 8am to 6pm. In a speech Mr Clarke called for a universal one-stop childcare service for working parents, continuing through the school holidays. The 'wrap-around' care would be available for 48 weeks of the year and be paid for by tax credits. The Education Secretary emphasised that the key to providing the care would be the “extended school” providing a menu or breakfast, after-school, holiday clubs and nursery care.

CUT IN SUPPORTED LIVING BUDGET

Voluntary sector organisations fear reductions in service and job losses after the Government announced a 4.5 per cent cut in its Supporting People budget, reports Third Sector magazine.  The three-year, £5bn settlement to local authorities will hit charities that are commissioned to run supported housing projects by councils.  “We work across 15 local authorities and potentially face cuts in all our contracts,” said Rebecca Pritchard, director of services at youth homelessness charity Centrepoint, which receives more than £5m under Supporting People. Introduced in April 2003, Supporting People provides housing-related support services to more than 1.2 million people.  Although it is council-run, in some areas up to 80 per cent of the service is delivered by the voluntary sector.

New East Midlands 'Arts in Health' Forum 
On the back of very successful developments in the north of England, the East Midlands Forum for Arts in Health is being set up to promote work and networking for health and arts professionals and health related organisations including: 

· NHS Trusts and Authorities 

· Local healthcare settings such as GP surgeries 
· Artists, architects, designers and other creative practitioners 
· Representatives from the voluntary sector 
· Arts organisations, funders and educational institutions as well as arts therapists. 
The forum is seeking around 10 people from the Voluntary Sector to sit on and inform this forum. It aims to share information, expertise and ideas about this important field in order to promote knowledge, encourage best practice and inspire innovation and ideas. There will be pilot schemes running out of the forum as well as research programmes, funding development, training and strategic development with appropriate regional and sub-regional partners. 

The Forum holds 3 or 4 meetings a year. The meetings are an opportunity to examine new arts in health initiatives in hospitals and healthcare settings across the East Midlands, as well as to take part in a stimulating programme of events including talks, debates and workshops addressing issues relevant to arts and health. 

Since the meetings include an informal buffet supper, they also provide opportunities for members to meet and get to know each other in a friendly and supportive atmosphere.

Quarrying firms’ old rights threaten National Parks 

A report published this week has revealed that some of the most beautiful areas of England, from the rugged gritstone peaks of Derbyshire to Dartmoor’s china clay terrain, are at the mercy of quarrying firms who won approval to mine them before adequate environmental controls were in place. An 18-month research project funded by the Countryside Agency shows that thousands of acres of land, which appear to be protected by their location in national parks, could be mined at any time by quarrying firms who were involved in a dash for mining rights in the 1940s, just before the creation of the parks. The Council for National Parks, which has co-published the report with the Friends of the Peak District, warns that 33 “dormant” quarrying permissions are “ticking time-bombs”. “Dormant sites could be reopened at any time up to the year 2042, with potentially disastrous consequences for landscape, archaeology and nature conservation in our finest countryside,” said Rachel Reeves, the council’s senior policy officer.

A walkover as ramblers celebrate new rights

Rural Affairs Minister, Alun Michael has announced that a “national celebration” of the new right of access over open country is planned for later this month.  On Saturday, Sept 18, Mr Michael will join ramblers in a walk over Kinder Scout in the Peak District, the scene of a mass trespass that led to violent confrontations between gamekeepers and ramblers in 1932. On Sept 19, Mr Michael will join ramblers and representatives of countryside organisations in walking across some of the first new areas of land to be opened up in the Forest of Bowland - areas owned by the Duke of Westminster - and in the Goyt Valley, in the Peak District, on land owned by United Utilities. Mr Michael said: “This will be a very special day for everyone who loves our countryside. For the first time people will be able to enjoy some of the most beautiful scenery that was once off-limits. It is historic because it introduces a major new right for which people have campaigned for over a century”.
