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 FUNDING UPDATES

Football Foundation

· The Football Foundation, the UK's largest sports charity, has secured a new long term funding package. An annual package of £45m has now been finalised by the Foundation's funding partners, Sport England, the FA Premier League and the Football Association. Since the Foundation's launch in 2000, over 1,000 projects worth a total of £250m have been funded.  With investment now secure for another three years, the Foundation is set to build on this success by creating even more new facilities and opportunities for thousands of communities throughout the country

Waterways Trust Small Grants Scheme

· The Waterways Trust fundraising supports their grant-making activities. Their grants are distributed through the Small Grants Scheme. It is likely that grants awarded through the Scheme will not usually exceed £1,000. Organisations, community groups or schools are eligible.

Carnegie UK Trust’s Young People’s Grants

· The Carnegie UK Trust's Young People's Grants Programme aims to support and promote young people's participation in decision-making. Its focus is on involvement that is meaningful, benefits all participants and leads to sustainable developments in young people's participation.

Community Training and Enabling Grants

· Community Training and Enabling Grants (CTE) are designed to support housing association residents in England become involved in their housing provision through new training and community development projects. Housing associations and tenants' and residents' groups are eligible to apply for funding directly from the Housing Corporation. In some instances, the Corporation can pay grants to individuals. The programme is aimed primarily at housing association residents, but the Housing Corporation also considers partnership applications made with other agencies. The total fund value is £4,000,000. This scheme closes on 31/03/2006.

Consultation Fund for Children and Young People

· This national programme is now open for applications. The application deadline is 31 March 2005 The Consultation Fund gives children and young people the chance to have their say about policies and services which affect them. Consultation activities are intended to allow children to contribute directly to decision making at local, regional, national and international levels. The goal is to give children and young people a voice on issues and the ability to 'make a difference', with the benefit of achieving better outcomes for decision making at all levels. The total fund value is £500,000 with an average £4,500, a minimum of £50.

Energy Saving Trust - Community Energy programme

· The Energy Saving Trust (EST) was established as part of the UK Government's response to the 1992 Earth Summit in Rio de Janeiro. This addressed worldwide concerns on environmental issues such as climate change and global warming. By working with a range of partners, the EST now leads the field in delivering energy efficiency to domestic, business, local government and trade sectors. Both Development grants and Capital grants are available.

The Anchor Foundation

· The Anchor Foundation supports Christian charities concerned with social inclusion particularly through ministries of healing and the arts. Applications are considered at twice yearly trustees meetings in April and October and need to be received by 28th February or 31st August each year. In any one year, the grant range to a project is between £500 and £12,000.

Public backs cycle network in lottery funding vote

Tate Modern was spurned in favour of a cycle network, and the Lowry arts complex for a new coastal path in Wales.  In a rare examination of public views on how lottery should be spent, the £43.5m national cycle network, said to have saved 38m car journeys – was picked as the project which had made the biggest overall impact on UK life during the first decade of lottery funding.  It beat Tate Modern and the Eden Project, for its section of the national lottery day’s “helping hand” awards.  The Welsh millennium coastal park, stretching from Pembrey country park to Penclawdd, beat the Lowry building in Salford Quays to the anniversary’s “amazing space” award.  The organisers said the park drew half a million visitors a year to what was formerly one of the UK’s most polluted coastlines.

Bid to boost pay packet charity donations

The two leading agencies promoting payroll giving in the UK are merging in an attempt to boost the numbers of employees choosing to donate to charity directly from their pay packets, it has emerged.  Sharing the Caring, a wholly owned subsidiary set up by Help the Aged to promote payroll giving to the charity sector, will merge with Charities Aid Foundation (CAF), which runs Give As You Earn, the UK’s largest payroll giving scheme.  Although total payroll giving in the UK has grown, only a small percentage of businesses currently use the scheme.  Help the Aged and CAF believe the merged organisation has the potential to increase payroll giving for the charity sector as a whole by growing take up with existing companies, attracting new employers and engaging more charities.

LEAST CULTURED PLACE?

The leafy borough of Macclesfield has emerged at last from the shadow of neighbouring Manchester and Chester – to be named the least cultured place in Britain.  Set in some of the country’s most beautiful landscape, there is a silk museum and the Lovell Telescope, but no professional theatre for a population of more than 150,000.  Cinema is restricted to a council building in Knutsford and the “Reels on Wheels” village outreach programme.  According to the State of Nation 2005 by the Local Futures Group, a geography think-tank, Macclesfield is roughly 400 times less cultured that first-placed Westminster.  The ratings were based on the density of cultural amenities in each borough.  Macclesfield, which is 85 per cent rural, scored about 4 per cent of the 4 national average.
