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NEW FUNDING INFORMATION

New and updated funding streams on our website this week:

· The Global Fund for Women 

· The Global Fund for Women supports women's groups that advance the human rights of women and girls. They strengthen women's groups based outside the United States by providing small, flexible, and timely grants ranging from $500 to $20,000 for operating and project expenses.

· Abbey Charitable Trust

· Prioirites for 2005 have now been published - Donations can range from £250 to a maximum of £20,000.

· Carnegie UK Trust/ Big Lottery Fund - Rural Action Research Programme

· The merger of the New Opportunities Fund and the Community Fund to create Big Lottery Fund has provided an opportunity to delegate responsibility for a new Rural Action Research programme to Carnegie UK Trust through an 'award partner' model.

· Jointly the funding for the first three years will be £2.2M from Big Lottery Fund and £750,000 from Carnegie. Carnegie will also commit £250,000 per year to the running of the Carnegie Commission for Rural Community Development. 

· The plans for a three-year Rural Action Research Programme have now been drawn up. The purpose of the Rural Action Research Programme is to demonstrate and pilot practical and cost-effective community led solutions. Importantly, the experiences of these Action Research projects will help to shape and influence rural policy. There are six themes that have emerged as priorities. Carnegie UK Trust and Big Lottery Fund will publish a prospectus describing each of the themes and the interventions/research/activities to be commissioned under that theme in March 2005. 

· YHA's Diversion Partnership Fund

· YHA's Diversion Partnership Fund operates to promote social inclusion by enabling groups of youngsters considered 'at risk' of offending to participate in residential trips organised by agencies involved in youth crime reduction. It pays for part of the cost of the YHA accommodation and meals for such a trip.

· Small grants to support year of the volunteer

· Volunteering England are distributing small grants in order to enable and encourage more people to participate in the Year by taking action to address the needs of their own communities. Small grants will be available to projects which: are conceived, organised and led by local people; address a local need which they have identified as important AND engage other local people in their delivery.

· Local Heritage Fund
· The Heritage Lottery Fund (HLF) was set up by Parliament in 1994 to give grants to a wide range of projects involving the local, regional and national heritage of the United Kingdom. They distribute a share of the money raised by the National Lottery for Good Causes. 
· This year, they will allocate around £330 million to projects in England, Northern Ireland, Scotland and Wales. Since 1994, the HLF has awarded £3 billion to more than 15,000 projects across the UK. There are a wide range of grant giving programmes, large and small.

MORE CHILDLESS ADULTS IN POVERTY TRAP

A new study has found childless adults are falling behind in the bid to eradicate poverty. The London School of Economics' report into the government's performance since 1997 says child poverty rates are falling in line with targets and the number of pensioners below the poverty line has also fallen. However the study, carried out for the Joseph Rowntree Foundation, found working adults without children had been left behind by tax and benefit reforms. Although many people have gained from rising living standards and falling unemployment, large numbers depend on benefits whose value has been frozen. The proportion of households below three-fifths of national average earnings – the official poverty line – rose from 12% to 13% from 1997 to 2003. Professor Hills, director of the centre for analysis of social exclusion at the LSE, said: "In some of the most important areas, the tide has turned and policy has contributed to turning that tide. This is no mean achievement ... However, it does not follow that policy has already succeeded." The report found that tax and benefit changes have put the government on course to cut the number of children brought up in poverty by 25% between 1998/99 and 2004/05. MINISTERS LAUNCH VOLUNTEERING DRIVE

The home secretary, Charles Clarke, and the chancellor, Gordon Brown, urged more people to carry out voluntary work at the launch of the Year of the Volunteer. Mr Clarke and Mr Brown unveiled the new initiative at the Home Office's Local Heroes awards ceremony, which recognises people who have made a difference to their community. They also officially switched on a website that provides people with information on how to volunteer in their local area. The Year of the Volunteer aims to increase opportunities for volunteering and to encourage more members of the public, especially young people, to devote some of their time to their community. Mr Clarke said: "Personal volunteering builds up confidence and skills, raises self-esteem and self-worth. It strengthens communities and helps people learn and care about the wider society and democracy of which they are a part." According to the 2003 Home Office citizenship survey, more than 26 million people in England and Wales contributed 1.9 billion hours of voluntary activity, equivalent to around one million full-time workers. The survey also found that volunteering is worth £22.6bn a year to the UK economy. Mr Brown said: "The strength of Britain lies in the great strength of our voluntary and community organisations. Volunteers give of their time and talents selflessly, and Year of the Volunteer will emphasise just how important volunteering and voluntary action is."
