The open meeting will welcome people from both the voluntary and statutory sectors with the aim of identifying areas where we can work together to improve services we both provide.
 
Partnership between the voluntary sector and the statutory sector is a priority on the government agenda and the investment plan for the £125 million Futurebuilders fund will be announced on July 5th 2004.
 
The aim of this fund is to increase the role voluntary and community sector plays in the delivery of public services.  Investment of between £30,000 and several million will be made to around 250 organisations over the next three years.  There will also be development grants of about £10,000 for some applicants.
 
One of the five public service delivery areas that Futurebuilders will invest in is Health and Social Care.  Therefore In Sickness and In Health will provide an ideal opportunity for everyone working to improve services in the Derbyshire Dales and High Peak, to look at ways to develop joint initiatives.  These joint initiatives may then attract new funds to the area.

NCVO and others are re-launching the Charities Bill Coalition as the Charities Act Coalition to make sure the Act is secured before the next general election. COUNTRY LIFE TEENS TURN TO DRINK & DRUGS?
The Department of Health has reported that binge drinking and soft-drug taking among under-18s is now rife in rural Britain. The 18-month study of four areas - North Yorkshire, Cornwall, Suffolk and Carmarthenshire in mid-Wales - found that young teenagers were also being drawn into the drink-and-drugs culture - and that some parents were turning a blind eye. Action under discussion includes creating more “extension” schools where pupils can go after the traditional school day to take part in a range of sports and arts activities; more evening cafés or drop-in centres with internet access; more personal advisers in the Connexions services; laws to allow police to use decoy teenagers to trap retailers selling alcohol to under-18s; confidential counselling through a network of mobile advice centres; youngsters to be able to ask for help by text message; the country’s 700 parish councils to consult young people about local needs; and more schemes for flexible community travel.
