FUNDING INFORMATION

More information added to our website this week:

· Comic Relief

· Comic Relief aims to make the biggest and best difference it possibly can, with the money you raise. To make sure they continue to do this, they recently reviewed all of their grants programs both UK and International, and have put together a revised version of the application guidelines.

· This means that some programs have closed and some, such as the older people program, are expanding. 

· The program areas for the 2005-08 Uk Grants are: Vulnerable Young People - Alcohol, Sexual Exploitation, Mental Health Older People Domestic Violence and Young People Refugees and Asylum Seekers Mental Health Local People Tackling Poverty & Disadvantage.

· Youth Music  - New programmes 

· Youth Music’s new Open Programmes will open for application on July 1, 2005. Application Forms and Hot Tips will be available online. Continuing the success of the previous programmes, Youth Music will be funding music-making activities through three new Open Programmes: First Steps; Make It Sound; Vocalise!

· CAF Grants to 2006

· CAF (Charities Aid Foundation) is inviting applications from charitable organisations with an annual income of up to £3 million to its Grant Programme.

· Running to 30 April 2006, the CAF Grant Programme has £1.2 million to give away and will focus on two streams: consultancy and training funding, and collaborative funding

· Through the Consultancy and Training Fund, CAF will work with organisations to strengthen their structure and identify the most appropriate approach with a package of support up to a value of £10,000 that includes: up to 20 days consultancy with CAF’s network of freelance consultants; support for training costs; flexible funding to support an organisation’s costs. 

· The Collaborative Fund focuses on working with up to 15 organisations with missions linked to CAF’s own; to make giving to charity simple and effective, and to help charities make the most of what is given.   CAF provides a package of support that includes up to £100,000 flexible funding to enhance the capacity of the organisation

· Defra Rural Stress Action Plan - Round 2 

· Expressions of Interest are invited from relevant bodies seeking funding under the second window of the fifth Defra Rural Stress Action Plan.  

· The fund is available for work within rural England.  Proposals may start from November 2005 onwards, and run up to no later than March 2008.    

· The aim of the Plan is for Defra to continue its work with the voluntary and community sector by strengthening organisations providing the support rural people need.  

· Whilst it is acknowledged that rural stress affects many diverse groups within rural communities, in the light of the current Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) reform and the introduction of the Single Payment Scheme, the second round of RSAPV funding will target projects aimed at the following groups of people: Owners, occupiers and workers on the land; People who run small rural businesses and their employees; High Risk Occupational Groups at risk of suicide i.e. farmers and agricultural workers.

· The priority is to reduce the incidence of stress in rural areas by improving support services in this area. The Plan includes influencing mental health and well-being services and tackling social and psychological isolation, a particular problem in rural areas of England. 

· The grants from the fund will be distributed through an open process based on the quality and relevance of the application submitted.  Proposals for a total of less than £5,000 for the whole proposal or greater than £25,000 in any one year will not be considered.  Part funding of the proposals from other sources is encouraged.

· Proposals can be for local, regional or national work. All proposals must be capable of being applied at a strategic level.Funding can cover project or core costs of proposals. Capital costs will not be eligible for funding. Capital costs are one-off costs e.g. buildings, equipment, vehicles.

· DEFRA Parish Plans - England

· A Parish Plan uses extensive consultation to identify your community's needs. It includes a concise action plan that prioritises the issues raised, and sets out how you might work with others to tackle these. Parish planning has led to direct action by communities that is improving the way their local area and services are managed. A Parish Plan provides evidence of community priorities, helping you to work with decision-makers to influence the way these priorities might be tackled. To do this your Parish Plan Steering Group should work closely with the local authority.

· The scheme applies to England only. The funds are primarily intended to support the development of a Parish Plan by those Parishes that do not currently have one. In most cases a Parish Council will apply for the funds, and a Parish Plan Steering Group (involving a wider range of local people) will be set up to produce the Parish Plan.

· Derbyshire RCC has been allocated resources which will enable it to make up to 8 Parish Plan grants of £2000 to £3000 each in 2005-6.  Grants will be for parishes which do not already have a Parish Plan and preference will be given to parishes demonstrating high levels of rural social exclusion (as per Defra's guidelines). Decisons on grants will be made by a grants panel including community representatives.  DRCC's rural officers will promote the programme and support parishes to prepare their Parish Plans.
