Faithworks Awards

· The CRE Faithworks Community Resource Award 2005 consists of a £5,000 development grant from CRE and ongoing strategic support from Faithworks. This Award will be given to a project that has modelled best practice in serving a community over the course of three or more years.
· The Spring Harvest Faithworks Community Innovation Award 2005 (two awards) will be presented to a project that has been in existence and delivering services for less than three years and is demonstrating innovation in its local community. It comprises of a £5,000 development grant from the Spring Harvest Charitable Trust and strategic support from Faithworks.
First Light Funding for Film Making by Young People
· First Light Pilot Awards
These are open to any constituted youth focused organisation for one film of between 1 and 5 minutes long. Maximum grant is £5,000. Partnership funding: A minimum of 30% of the total project cost with at least 15% in cash. Timescale is 4 months.

· First Light Studio Awards
These are open to organisations with track record of filmmaking with young people and proven outreach ability or strong partners with all relevant skills for between 2 and 6 films of 5 to 10 minutes long. Maximum grant is £6,000 per film with a maximum grant of £36,000 for the whole proposal. Partnership Funding: A minimum of 50% of the total proposal costs with at least 25% in cash. Timescale is 8 months.
 Community Trees Fund 2005
· The Tree Council has funds available to assist community groups proposing to undertake well-planned tree planting projects starting in 2005 in National Tree Week, 23rd November to 4th December. The Tree Council is particularly concerned that the projects should actively engage children in the planting of the trees. This could be formal groups, such as cubs, guides or youth clubs; alternatively it could be a community team assembled for the purpose of the project. 
· The Community Trees Fund is open to projects where tree planting costs are between £100 and £700. Any applications where the £700 limit is exceeded will automatically be discounted, even if funds are available from another source to cover the excess.
BBC Radio Derby's Money Mountain
· BBC Radio Derby's Money Mountain has raised more than £1 million for good causes since 1983 Charities, voluntary organisations and self-help groups from Derbyshire and East Staffordshire are invited to nominate themselves to be beneficiaries of this year's BBC Radio Derby Money Mountain appeal.
· The money is raised through an on-air auction of hundreds of goods and services donated by local companies and individuals.

THE FUTURE OF CHANGEUP, THE COMPACT AND FUTUREBUILDERS

Home Secretary Charles Clarke gave a speech on Tuesday outlining the future of ChangeUp, The Compact and FutureBuilders.

He announced that, after this year, ChangeUp will be supported by Capacity Builders – a new sector-led agency to manage the ChangeUp programme, with a further £70 million available over the years 2006/2007 and 2007/2008. This means that after 2005/06, the programme will no longer be managed by Government Offices in the Regions. 

On the Compact, he announced ‘Compact Plus’, shorter and simpler to implement, with a stronger emphasis on sound and secure funding arrangements which. It will be specifically designed to deliver a lasting and dynamic commitment between organisations, underpinned by an independent ‘Compact Champion’ with the responsibility of highlighting good practice and adjudicating on non-compliance.

He also announced a further £90 million for FutureBuilders.
