Peak District Objective 2 Programme – Main Area Bidding Round NOW OPEN

The Peak District is part of the European Objective 2 Funding Programme which supports regeneration activity within the East Midlands Region.  The European Commission has allocated a total of £7.639m to significant parts of the Peak District until the period 2008.

The programme, which is financed by the European Regional Development Fund (ERDF) and the European Social Fund (ESF), has three main priorities:

· Priority 1 – Enterprise and Innovation

· Priority 2 – Climate for Investment

· Priority 3 – Sustainable Communities

Derbyshire Community Foundation (DCF) General Fund 

DCF is building up a long-term fund with contributions from local companies and individuals.  

They support applications for awards of up to £1,000.  However, due to limitations of resources, applications of up to £500 are favoured.

The aim is to support as wide a range of voluntary groups as possible – both in terms of where you are based and the work that you do. The aim is to fund:

· Groups that are tackling an identified need
· Groups supporting community life
· Groups addressing social exclusion
Allen Lane Foundation – new guidelines

The Foundation is a charitable Trust which makes grants in the UK. It makes grants to voluntary not-for-profit organisations (which need not be registered charities, provided the work carried out is charitable) which are small (as its grants are small) and where the work benefits groups of people who are unpopular in UK society today.

The grants are relatively modest. Single, one-off grants range from as little as £500 up to £15,000. Grants repeated for more than one year vary from about £500 per annum up to £5,000 per annum, for a maximum of three years.  

Big Lottery Fund – Young People’s Fund

The Big Lottery Fund want young people, aged 11-18 (up to 25 if disadvantaged) to come up with their own ideas and be involved from start to finish. They will be giving out three types of grant under the Young People's Fund:

· Grants to voluntary and community organisations to run local projects with and for young people. 

· Grants to voluntary organisations to fund projects of national significance. 

· Grants to individual young people (or small groups of young people) to help them make a difference in their communities. 

ADAPT Grants 2005 for Arts Venues

The grants are for capital and long-term improvements in access facilities for disabled people. Applications should be for specific items although these can be part of a larger project. Improvements can include: ramps; toilets; induction loops; lighting; signage. 

The grants will range from £500 to £2,000.
