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Be an Every Action Counts Community Champion!

The Every Action Counts (EAC) programme helps community groups focus on practical ways they can run their group in a way which is greener, cleaner, fairer and safer. It’s about taking easy actions that make a difference. 

EAC is aiming to train 1000 Community Champions from across the UK to help groups in their area create their own environmental action plans.
What is a Community Champion?

Someone who encourages local community groups, clubs and societies to take small actions by creating an environmental action plan for their group. They could be a development worker, community group member or just an interested individual. You don’t have to be an expert on the environment – the training will provide all the expertise and resources you need.
What is the training for?

The free two day course is to make sure you feel comfortable helping a group through the Every Action Counts process. 

It will cover:

· How to explain Every Action Counts to community groups

· What your role is and your responsibility as a Community Champion

· How to find, contact and engage with appropriate community groups, societies and clubs

· How to take a group of people through the process of creating an action plan

· How to explain the 5 themes of “one planet living” using the materials provided and how to signpost groups to further information

· How to deal with challenges to the process and how to overcome any difficulties you might encounter

· The support, recognition and benefits available to Community Champions

What's in it for me?

· Recognised and accredited training 

· Experience working with community groups, clubs and societies helping them take forward their environmental action plans

· Support from an interactive web site 

· Recognition for your work and the thanks of your community

· A toolkit of materials to help you to help groups

How do I qualify?

No formal experience or qualifications are necessary, but you must be over 18 and enthusiastic about your community and the sustainability of that community.


How much of my time will it take?

After two days' training, you'll probably spend a few hours a month meeting local groups, clubs and societies to help them create an action plan. It is hoped the Community Champions will be able to work with 2 -3 groups.
