Our guest speaker

Dr. Tom Manion was born in Birkenhead and began his working life – as did his grandfather, father and uncle - as a Crane Driver with British Steel in Shotton. He left in 1974 foreseeing its imminent closure some 4 years later. 

Tom went on to study in Liverpool where he achieved an Upper Second Class Honours and received his doctorate – a study of British Housing Policy - from the University of Lancaster in 1982.  During this time Tom worked at Memphis State University and on housing projects in Tennessee.   He has also worked in the House of Commons, as an adviser on the 1988 Housing Act, Manchester City Council and at Northern Counties.

Since Tom became Chief Executive, Irwell Valley has achieved international status as a forerunner of modern practice for landlords – his entertaining and sometimes controversial presentations are in demand on the lecture circuit in both Europe and the USA.  

Tom is a distinguished professional member of the Chartered Institute of Housing, a fellow of the Royal Society of Arts and the Cabinet Office’s Public Servant of the Year for 2002/03. 


The Independent cited Tom as one of the top ten people in housing in the UK [September 2002].  At the UK National Housing Awards 2002, Irwell Valley won the Outstanding United Kingdom Housing Achievement for Gold Service and the top Housing Corporation Design and Affordability Award.  In October 2003 Tom was named in the Top Ten Innovators by the Guardian and received the Customer Excellence Trophy at the National Customer Service Awards.  Irwell Valley was listed in the Sunday Times Best Companies in the UK.

Dr Manion Chairs the Community Foundation, Greater Manchester, and served as a Drug Commissioner for North West Regional Assembly, He writes a regular column for Inside Housing and is Editorial Advisor to Housing Today.  He is a Director of the Big Issue, Chairman of Out of the Box Ideas and a Director of High Peak Housing Trust.  His book, The Budgies are in the Cage will be published later this year.  

Tom swims and does karate every day.  He lives with his wife, Vivien, and their 3 daughters, 2 dogs and a cat in the Peak District.  He has worked as a bin-man, ice cream seller, bouncer, Turf Accountant, Head Sacristan and is a qualified roofer & lifeguard!
