FURNESS VALE COMMUNITY CONSULTATION

The Small Group project has been working with Furness Vale Community
Association for several months. We've been helping them to identify how
they can meet the needs of local people at their Centre on Yeardsley
Lane. After a lot of planning the group undertook a consultation exercise
in November.

People were given the chance to make their feelings known both through a questionnaire and at two Open Meetings
held on 24th November. In all 84 people contributed to the consultation. In a village of around 300 houses, this is
very good representation from the local community.

The photos show some of the workshops where people discussed their needs.

Most people felt strongly that Furness Vale was left
out when it came to having classes and recreational
activities held locally and there was no shortage of
imaginative ideas to fill the void. The results of the
consultation were carefully analysed and an Action
Plan drawn up. We’re pleased to report that several
